He was
president of the Mississippi Coroners’ Association for 2 years. James
continued with Rural Metro until his retirement in 2007. 

Funeral services will be 2:00 PM on Wednesday, October 17, 2018, at the
Booneville Funeral Home Chapel with Bro. Bobby Hankins and Bro. Connor
Burns officiating. Burial will be in Siloam Church Cemetery.
